1. Describe the project for which you are applying. Include: 

· Specific activities that will occur; 

· Where and when the activities will take place; 

· Who the direct participants will be (artists, adults, children, seniors, audience, volunteers)

· The type and quality of art involved

· Your organization’s goal(s) for the project. 

How Will You Do It? 
2. Describe how you will manage the project. Include: 

· The total number of paid staff and volunteers in your organization; 

· The number of paid staff and volunteers who will be working on this project; 

· Who will be responsible for implementing the project activities; 

· A timeline for the project activities. 

What Difference Will You Make? 
3. Describe the planning and implementation process for this project. Include: 

· How the community will be involved; 

· How partners will be involved, if applicable; 

· The specific strategies that you will use to persuade people to participate directly in your project. (Examples of participation strategies include creative marketing/ communication strategies, pre- or post- performance lectures/discussion, programming in non-traditional venues such as churches, schools, libraries, etc.)
